Your final report on your bottle project will show how the things that you observed happening in the miniature ecosystem demonstrated the concepts that we covered in the Ecology Unit.  It should be about 5-6 paragraphs in length, roughly a page long.  Here’s what to include:

Paragraph 1 – Description of the project (How & Why) 

Use your “Bottle Biology Planning Sheet” to help you with this part

· The concept(s) that you were trying to demonstrate

· The materials you used
· How you made your project

· The observations / measurements you intended to make

Paragraph 2 – General Description of what you observed

Use your data sheet to help you with this part

· Compare the beginning to the end

· What were some expected observations?

· What were some unexpected observations?

Paragraphs 3-4 – Explanations of how your project demonstrated at least 2 of the concepts from our Ecology Unit.  Some possibilities are:
Use your Ecology Notes to help you with this part

· Biotic & Abiotic Factors

· Population Interactions

· Ecological Succession

· Stochastic Events

· Food Chains / Webs / Pyramids

· Invasive Species

· Nutrient Cycles

· Decomposition 

· Check your notes for more ideas!
Paragraph 5 – Summary of the project

· Did it show what you intended it to?

· Why did some “unintended” things happen (think ecologically)

· How would you change it if you were going to do it again?
