Notes will be given regularly about the topics to be covered.  These are not included in your grade and I will not collect them, they are for your own benefit as the tests are based primarily on them (not necessarily the text book) which is a good reason to attend class as regularly as possible so you do not miss extra stuff.  You may not use the notes on tests, but looking over them for just 15 minutes a night will be enough to ensure mastery on the subjects we will cover in this class.  The one indulgence I will allow you to use on tests is a 3x5 note card on which you can write (not type) any information which you may consider helpful for your success on the test.

Regular attendance is crucial in this class considering the importance of the notes given and the strict penalty for late assignments.  In the rare case of an absence, check with me at the end of class or after school for work you may have missed.  You should get any notes or important information from a classmate.  If a dissection is missed, you may make an appointment with me to make it up after school.
